Priorities will be given to grant applications which:

· Collaborate across school boundaries.  Example, a project that would be of benefit to students at both Papillion Junior High and La Vista Junior High would be given higher priority if the grant includes both schools and has the support from both schools.

· Collaborate between teams of two or more teachers to support innovative projects in a particular academic area.

· Incorporate matching funds or community resources
· Demonstrate potential widespread application.

· Are research based to show effective results

· Are not currently eligible for support through the school’s budget
